Effective English Language Teaching
Report on the workshop for English Teachers.

As part of the school’s commitment to continuous and comprehensive staff development a workshop on English language teaching was organized in Holy Angels’ School on 12th January 2008.  It provided us a golden opportunity not only to sharpen our tools but also to interact with the English Language teachers of various schools in the city.
Prof. Jesudoss, the resource person highlighted the vital role of AVK i.e., Audio, Visual and Kinesthetic methods in effective language teaching.
Effective teaching pre-supposes a beautiful blend of these three aspects. Meaningful movements play a major role in retaining the attention of students in the classroom.  Movements can be both physical and mental.
 He emphasized on the various teaching aids and especially on the kinesthetic method which can be successfully employed by means of group discussions, cross questioning, brain storming debates etc. 
According to Prof. Yesudoss, English can be effectively taught with a 5 – P Model i.e., Play, Propose, Practice, and Produce.

An English teacher has to be a multi-faced personality of multiple-intelligence. S/he has to be a caring friend and needs to be a singer, dancer, actor, speaker and a director. Such roles play an extremely significant place in the pre-primary and primary classes. A wise and seasoned teacher chooses the best method taking into account the mental age, readiness, interest level and psychology of the pupils besides fulfilling the demands of the curriculum.  In senior classes activities like quiz, cross questioning, group discussions and brain storming debates are more fruitful.
After plating the seed the gardener patiently waits for the seed to germinate and grow into a gigantic plant so full of bloom. A miner goes on searching for the finest jewel from the heart of the earth.  Similarly a teacher waits for the bloom and finest jewel from the heart of the pupils. A paradigm shift in the emerging educational arena invites the teacher to be a friend, facilitator of knowledge, director, miner, and finally a gardener who anxiously yet patiently waits for the buds to bloom.
